In addition to the booking of appointments with your doctor on-line via Patient Access, the Practice will be introducing the facility to order repeat prescriptions via Patient Access and also to view summary information from your medical records relating to allergies, medication and adverse reactions.


The system will be trialled by the Much Wenlock and Cressage Patients’ Voice in late January/early February prior to being made available for all our patient population.


Once the repeat prescription facility on Patient Access is working well we will be phasing out the use of the repeat prescription form on the practice website.
