 The Cycling Stanfords – an epic expedition





Dr Stanford and members of his family are cycling from Shropshire to the French/Italian Alps in June in aid of Medic Malawi and are hoping to raise £4000.








MedicM supports a rural hospital, two orphanages, a malnourishment feeding centre and education projects in rural central Malawi, one of the poorest parts of one of the poorest countries on earth. But it is a peaceful country, known as the Warm Heart of Africa. 





MedicM works through partners, the local community leaders, in a project which is very focussed, thereby giving accountability and continuity.  The benefits of the services and employment given spread out widely through the 50,00 people in the catchment area of the hospital.   A recent innovation is monthly eye surgery, attacking the scourge of preventable blindness caused by cataracts and trachoma.  Medic Malawi is special because every penny goes to those who need it – there are no UK salaries, costs or expenses at all– what you can give is what the people in Malawi will receive.





The Tour de France style route includes crossing the historic Pegasus bridge, passing through the Vineyards of the Loire Valley and climbing the notorious Col de Galibier. It consists of over 1000 km on the bikes with a total climb of over 18000 ft, finally concluding in Montgenèvre on the Italian border.
